DOG LICENSES NOW AVAILABLE:

State law requires you to license your dog in the Municipal Clerk's Office by December 31st each year, or you may register online between October 15th and January 31st at https://www1.maine.gov/cgi-bin/online/dog_license/index.pl

Dog licensing fees are as follows:
Spayed / Neutered: $6 per year
Not Spayed / Neutered: $11 per year
Late Fees: $25 per dog (Dogs licensed after January 31st)

-Investigation of animal cruelty complaints and enforcement of animal welfare laws
